His ascension to the right hand of the Father; and His 
personal, imminent return.

. . . that man was created by and for God; that by man’s 
disobedience to God, every person incurred spiritual 
death, which is separation from God, and physical death 
as a consequence; and that all people are sinners by nature  
and practice.

. . . in the present ministry of the Holy Spirit indwelling all  
believers, and thus enabling and empowering the life and 
ministry of the believer.

. . . in the bodily resurrection of everyone who has lived, the 
everlasting blessedness of those in right relationship with 
God, and the everlasting punishment of those who have 
rejected God’s forgiveness in His Son.
